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Come share a visit to The MacDonnell Ranges  

with Alan Morgan  
 

For the second straight winter my wife, Robyn and I travelled the Stuart 
Highway through the red centre of Australia.  
 
In 2022 we were in and around Alice Springs during part of July and found 
it, although stunning, to be freezing as the desert can be. In fact, for several 
days the minimum temperature sunk to -4C and that forced us to move on, 
threatening to come back. 
 
So, in 2023 we decided to repeat the journey but this time travelling in late 
August and early September, trusting the weather would be warmer and it 
certainly was. In fact, it reached 40C during our several weeks in the region. 
When I commented to locals on the temperature being either freezing or 
boiling hot, one local character told us, spring is usually the 3rd and 4th of     
September. 
The main aim was to visit the West MacDonnell Ranges and Hermannsburg, 
the site of the 19th century   Lutheran   Mission   and   Albert Namatjiraôs            
upbringing.  
 
The West MacDonnell Ranges are magnificent and had a resounding            
influence on the art and life of Albert Namatjira, who knew them intimately.      
Albertôs artistic talent was first noticed by Pastor Albrecht of the                
Hermannsburg Mission and later encouraged and influenced by Rex         
Battarbee, a watercolour artist from Melbourne who visited the region      
multiple times to himself paint the stunning landscape. During these visits, 
Battarbee would invite Albert to accompany him as his companion and 
cameleer and they travelled to areas of the MacDonnell Ranges rarely visited 
by white man. 
These trips were beneficial to both menôs art careers, in particular Alberts, 
and fostered a lifelong, treasured friendship. 
 
I have been captivated by Albert Namatjiraôs story and his art for many years 
dating back to my school days, so in fact thatôs way more than many years. 
We spent several weeks traversing the ranges taking hundreds of photos, so 
that I had a collection that I could paint from when I returned home.  
 
It was a wonderful experience and rather than carry on writing I thought    
attaching a small example of photos of the region would have more impact. 
 
ñA picture paints a thousand wordsò and this is no truer than of the West
